| DHCP Configuration for Windows 95/98

Dynamic Host Configuration Protocol, or DHCP, is important if you want to use a personal
Windows 95/98 computer on campus. By going through this process, you will be able to obtain
an Internet Protocol (IP) address for your computer for locations on campus where you wish to

be able to connect to the internet. After completing these steps, you will be able to go to
different locations on campus and connect instantly to the correct internet settings for each
location.
You will need younyNMSUuser name and password to connect and registeDIdCPIf you
do not have anyNMSUaccount, go tdittps://my.nmsu.edu/ to sign up.

To obtain an IP address for your computer you will have to modify the IP settings and register
your computer for DHCP.

Modifying IP Settings

1. From the Start menu, go to Settings and click on Control Panel in the Settings window.
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2. In the Control Panel window, double-click on the Network icon.
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3. The next window will be the Network window. Click on the Identification tab and write
down what is written in the box labeled either Computer name or Host name. You will
need this name when you register for DHCP. If there is no computer name or you want
to change it, you can do so: the computer name can contain both letters and numbers,
but must begin with a letter.

If there are any numbers listed under Installed Gateways,
highlight each line one at a time and click on Remove. These are IP addresses which will
not be needed after you configure your machine for DHCP. When the box below
Gateways is blank, click OK.

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3. Enter your myNMSU username and password in the appropriate boxes on the Dynamic
Host Registration page. If you do not have your myNMSU username or password or do
not remember it, you can come by the ICT Customer Service and Help Desk in room 140
of the Computer Center, call 646-1840, or e-mail us at help@nmsu.edu for assistance.
