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Dial-up Instructions for Windows 95/98 

 
To use NMSU campus dial-up on your Windows 95 or 98 computer, you will need a modem and 
these instructions to connect. You will also need your myNMSU user name and password to 
connect- if you do not have a myNMSU account, go to https://my.nmsu.edu/ to sign up. 
 

1. Double-click on the My Computer icon on the desktop. Locate the Dial-Up Networking

2. In the Dial-Up Networking window, double-click on the Make a New Connection icon.

3. The next window will be the Make a New Connection window. In the box labeled Type 

a name for the computer you are dialing, type in NMSU-net. If Windows has not 

already selected it, select your modem in the Select a device drop down menu. Now 

click Next. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
4. The next window will ask you for a phone number to dial. In this box, enter 575 as the 

area code and 6464942 as the phone number. For the country code, select United 

States of America (1). Click the Next button. The next screen will be a confirmation 

screen. On this screen, review your new connection settings and click the Finish button. 

*Premium users: the phone number you will use will be either 6478695 or 6478694 
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5. Go back to the Dial-Up Networking window by going through step 1. In the Dial-Up 

Networking window, right click on the NMSU-net icon and click on Create Shortcut. A 

window will come up asking if you want to add a shortcut to the desktop- click Yes. If 

you do not want to add a shortcut, this connection can be accessed in the Dial-Up 

Networking folder. 

  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

6. Now right click on the NMSU-net icon in your Dial-Up Networking folder and scroll 

down to Properties. In the next window, click on the Server Types tab or button. In the 

Server Types window, make sure that the box under Type of Dial-Up Server says PPP at 

the beginning. If it does not, select the one that does from the drop down menu. Now 

click on the TCP/IP Settings button.

7. Select Server assigned IP address from the first set of options and Specify name server 

addresses from the second set of options.  Type in 128.123.3.5 in the box labeled 

Primary DNS and 128.123.2.19 in the box labeled Secondary DNS. You will notice that 

the boxes have four sections; when you type a period, the cursor will go to the next 

section of numbers. When you finish typing, make sure that the grouping of the 

numbers in the boxes matches that of the numbers given above. Then click OK.  
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8. Now you need to set the Dialing Properties. Double-click on your NMSU-net shortcut on 

the desktop, or double-click on the NMSU-net icon in the Dial-Up Networking folder. If 

you are calling from On-Campus, click on Dial Properties. Put an 8 in the box labeled To 

access an outside line (You will only have to do this one time). To disable call waiting 

On-Campus, check the box next to To disable call waiting and type in *41#- to disable 

call waiting Off-Campus, check the box next to To disable call waiting and type in *70. 
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9. Now you need to verify your Network settings. From the Start menu, go to Settings. In 

the Settings menu, click on Control Panel. In the Control Panel window, double-click on 

Network.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

10. The next window will be the Network window. In the Configuration tab, the 

components Client for Microsoft Networks, Dial-Up Adapter, and TC/IP should be 

listed; make sure that Client for Microsoft Networks is listed first. Under Primary 

Network Logon, make sure that Client for Microsoft Networks is selected from the drop 

down menu. Now click OK. 
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11. To connect, simply double-click the NMSU-net desktop icon or double click the NMSU-

net icon in the Dial-Up Networking folder. Enter your myNMSU user name in the User 

name box and your myNMSU password in the Password box and click Connect.
